El Distrito de Parques de Waukegan esta recolectando diseños de tarjetas para un juego de 

Lotería inspirado en Waukegan 

 

Waukegan, Illinois (30 de octubre de 2020) – El Distrito de Parques de Waukegan está 

haciendo un llamado a los artistas locales y miembros de la comunidad para que envíen diseños 

creativos de tarjetas para ayudar a crear un juego de Lotería inspirado en Waukegan utilizando la 

historia y los puntos de referencia locales o personas notables de Waukegan. Los participantes 

pueden enviar sus diseños de tarjetas desde el lunes 2 de noviembre hasta el viernes 20 de 

noviembre en waukeganparks.org/loteria. Los diseños deben ser de 2,5” por 3,5” y deben 

enviarse como archivos pdf, jpeg o png. 

Lotería es un juego de estilo Bingo que es muy popular entre las familias latinxs. Una persona 

designada anuncia tarjetas ilustradas como "La Estrella" o "La Palma". Los participantes marcan 

sus tarjetas, tradicionalmente con un frijol crudo, e intentan cumplir con los requisitos para ganar 

(cuatro esquinas, tarjeta completa, etc.) antes que todos los demás participantes. Un grito de 

"¡lotería!" o "¡buenas!" afirma la victoria de un participante, finalizando la ronda. 

 

La versión final de Waukegan Lotería con diseños enviados se jugará el viernes 11 de diciembre 

de 6pm a 7pm en el Jane Addams Center ubicado en 95 Jack Benny Drive en Bowen Park.

The district maintains national accreditation from the NRPA Commission for 

Accreditation of Park and Recreation Agencies (CAPRA), Illinois Association of Park Districts 

(IAPD) Distinguished Agency accreditation and Park District Risk Management Agency 
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(PDRMA) accreditation and maintains a Level A Loss Control Program. The District has 

received Government Finance Officer Association awards for Distinguished Budget Presentation 

and Certificate for Excellence in Financial Reporting for eight consecutive years. The district 

was awarded the NRPA National Gold Medal Award for Excellence in Park and Recreation 

Management in 2013 and named a NRPA Gold Medal Finalist in 2012, 2013, and 2019. 
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
